Applications are welcome for interdisciplinary projects. The Trustees are willing to collaborate with other institutions or trusts. Applications for travel to overseas conferences will be considered.  Projects which may lead to publication are favoured, but a publication commitment is not a pre-condition to an award.

Applications must be made using the enclosed Application Form.  You should attach any supplementary pages necessary to give the information requested on the form. It is essential that detailed costings are provided at the time the application is made.

The closing date for applications is 16 February 2011. The completed form, Curriculum Vitae and any attachments relevant to the application should be sent to the Factor at the address shown below.

Two independent academic references are required.  You should arrange for these to be sent directly by the writer to the Factor at the address shown below to arrive by 16 February 2011.

Applicants must disclose any other applications made, or to be made, for funding the project covered by the application.

The Application Form includes an obligation to:-


(a)
acknowledge The Strathmartine Trust, Marinell Ash Fund in any publication;

(b)
lodge a copy of any book, monograph or article etc (where applicable) with The Strathmartine Centre Library in St Andrews (to be sent via the Factor);

(c)
to provide a report on the research within 12 months of receipt of the grant cheque (to be sent via the Factor); and

Application Forms must have this Declaration completed.

The decision of the Trustees of The Strathmartine Trust in respect of the application is final as to success of the application and the amount awarded.  No correspondence will be entered into regarding any reasons for the decision or any other matter concerning the decision.

Applications should be sent by mail in hard copy for administrative reasons. The two independent academic references must be sent by the writer directly and not via the applicant and may be sent by post or e-mail to the Factor to arrive by 16 February 2011.
